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Over the past few years the demand for interpreters has increased.  Many service providers are now using interpreters on 
a regular basis.   Below are a few tips on “how to do your work, using an interpreter” 
 

· Appointments utilizing interpreters generally require extra time.  If possible, please allow double the 
time you would normally allot for the appointment. 

 
· Speak directly to the Limited English Speaker – not to the Interpreter.  The Interpreter is there to bridge 

the communication between two or more parties and is not to be involved in the conversation.  It is best 
to think of the interpreter as not being present. 

 
· Refrain from using “Tell him” or “Tell her”.  Pretend the Interpreter is not present and you are having a 

direct conversation with the other party.  Speak in first person – “I am happy that you could came  
       today.” versus “Tell her I am happy that she could come today.” 

 
· Speak in your usual manner but try to use shorter sentences to assist the Interpreter to fully interpret 

your words into the other language(s).  Speaking loudly or over-enunciating is not helpful 
 

· Be mindful of cultural variances.  Shaking hands and maintaining direct eye contact may be considered 
inappropriate or even rude in some cultures.
